Course Description: 
This course is intended for students with no prior knowledge of Japanese. It is designed to introduce 
students to the everyday language of Japan. Lessons will be organized around natural conversational 
topics, leading students from fundamental aspects of grammar to readings in simple texts. 
 
Course Objectives: 
The course aims at the acquisition of the four basic skills; listening, speaking, reading and writing in 
modern Japanese with an emphasis on grammatical accuracy and socially appropriate language use. 
Upon completion of this course, students will be able to carry on basic daily conversations. All three 
writing systems will be introduced: first Hiragana, then Katakana, and Kanji (Chinese characters).
